That is why every
year, City Councilors meet for a Goal Setting Retreat in early
January to reflect on the previous year’s progress and to chart
a course for the year ahead.

With three new Councilors just sworn into office, including
Roger Hennagin, Kristin Johnson, and Donna Jordan, the
seven members spent two days discussing a wide variety
community issues and setting priorities. 

The goals were formally adopted on January 22. The list will
help guide the budget process for 2007-2009, as it gets
underway in coming months. There are three primary goals
and 12 continuing goals with accompanying action items:

Local Floodplain Study
and Maps Released

A new floodplain study and
preliminary maps have been
released for review by the Federal Emergency
Management Agency (FEMA), showing what
parts of Lake Oswego and surrounding areas
could be affected by significant flooding. 

Prompted in part by flooding that occurred in
1996 and 1997, the City, Clean Water Services
and several communities along the Tualatin
River participated in an expanded study of the
Tualatin River drainage basin. 

The draft study and preliminary maps show an
increase in base flood elevations and floodway
widths for Oswego Lake, the main canal and
the interconnected bays. The information will
be useful for National Flood Insurance, a
Federal program enabling property owners in
participating communities to purchase insur-
ance against flood related property damage. 

The preliminary floodplain maps are expected
to be on the City’s website in early February at
www.ci.oswego.or.us/engineer/online_maps.htm.

Passport Services
Continue to be Popular

Since the City began processing
applications last year, the service
has proven very popular. In just
one day last December, 82 applications were
processed. New requirements for travel outside of
the United States have prompted many to apply
for a new or renewed passport. 

The City Finance Department accepts passport
applications from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. on weekdays,
excluding Wednesdays. The office is located on
the first floor of City Hall at 380 A Avenue.

The cost for regular passports is $67 for ages 16
and over, payable to the U.S. Department of State,
plus a separate $30 execution fee made payable to
the City. Ages 0 to 15 is $52 plus the separate $30
fee. Payment to the U.S. Department of State must
be by check or money order. For those traveling
within six weeks, the Department of State offers
expedited processing service for an additional $60.

Did you know there is a group
of volunteer, licensed amateur

radio operators who help with emergency commu-
nications during disasters? It is called Lake Oswego
Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES), and
includes ham radio operators who use their equip-
ment to talk around town and around the world.

If you would like to learn more, or want to get
involved, you are invited to participate in a series
of classes in February and March, on Tuesday
nights from 7 to 9 p.m., at the main Lake Oswego
Fire Station, located at Third Street and B Avenue.
The class will meet eight weeks and will provide
an introduction to amateur radio communications.
Lake Oswego ARES members will explain what
their group does and how to volunteer.

Licensed instructors will use Amateur Radio Relay
League materials, and will address qualifications
for the Technician class (entry level) license. These
classes are suitable for anyone high school level or
beyond.
