DESCRIPTION. Request for a minor variance to reduce the required 25ft front yard setback in the R-7.5 zone by five
feet in order to construct a garage addition.

BUILDING DESIGN [LOC 50.06.001]. The proposed garage structure shall stand in conformance with all relevant
building design standards applicable to its residential zone, including considerations of STREET FRONT AND STREET
SIDE SETBACK PLANES, SIDE YARD SETBACK PLANE, and SIDE YARD APPEARANCE AND SCREENING. In regards to
the GARAGE APPEARANCE AND LOCATION, while the street facing wall is screened behind a large hedge, it will still
have fenestration equal to at least 10% of the wall area.

PARKING [LOC 50.06.002]. The proposed garage will accommodate two cars for parking off-street.

GEOLOGIC HAZARDS AND DRAINAGE [50.06.006]. Given that the footprint of the proposed garage will be
built entirely upon an existing (paved) parking area, the design will not alter the existing site drainage patterns
whatsoever.

SOLAR ACCESS [LOC 50.06.007]. The proposed structure will be built on the south side of the subject property and
will thereby have no impact the solar exposure of all adjacent properties.

ADJUSTMENTS, ALTERNATIVES, AND VARIANCES [LOC 50.08]. The requested 5’ reduction to the front yard
setback of this property complies with the two criteria for a minor variance in the following ways:

(i) The placement of a garage behind a dense bank of vegetation, coupled with its side-loading access
(as opposed to the existing front-loading garage) will have no negative visual (material) impact on
the neighborhood. In fact, these conditions may well be considered improvements to the existing
conditions.

(i) Given the proposed structure will be build entirely upon an already developed area of the property, it will
have no impact on existing movement systems such as roads or pathways, nor will it alter the existing
drainage conditions of its site. Further, its placement will have no impact on solar access to any adjacent
property.

OTHER ORDINANCES. In regards to TREE REMOVAL AND PROTECTION, there are no trees of 5” or greater diameter
in the immediate construction zone (see attached site plan). There is one tree to the south of the property (near
a potential staging area) that will be surrounded with protective fencing in the event that it is deemed necessary to
use the area for staging during construction.
