Why replace the pump station?

ÅStation is unreliable

ÅHistory of overflow events ~1/yr

ÅNo back-up power (cause for most events)

ÅAlarm system relies on overhead telecom

ÅAging equipment

ï36 years old, many parts not available

ïCorrosion protection system diminished

ÅRestricted access and difficult to maintain

ÅBelow grade electrical equipment is 
vulnerable to flooding
